• To acquire three points, one may participate in two 

Catechist Formation Sessions and one of the following 

events:  KARE Conference, Diocesan Stewardship 

Day,  Scripture Day 

 

• The first set of three points one acquires merits one 

the Believer Certificate. 

 

• The second set of three points one acquires for a total 

of six points merits one the Disciple Certificate. 

 

• The third set of three points one acquires for a total of 

nine points merits one the Proclaimer Certificate.
